BLOOD GLUCOSE FASTING & PP

Method (GOD-POD). DONE ON FULLY AUTOMATED ANALYSER (EM200).

1. Fasting is required (Except for water ) for 8-10 hours before collection for  fasting speciman. Last 

dinner should consist of bland diet.

2. Don't take insulin or oral hypoglycemic agent until after fasting blood sample has been drawn

INTERPRETATION

- Normal glucose tolerance : 70-110 mg/dl

- Impaired Fasting glucose (IFG) : 110-125 mg/dl

- Diabetes mellitus : >=126 mg/dl

POSTPRANDIAL/POST GLUCOSE (75 grams)

- Normal glucose tolerance : 70-139 mg/dl

- Impaired glucose tolerance : 140-199 mg/dl

- Diabetes mellitus : >=200 mg/dl

CRITERIA FOR DIAGNOSIS OF DIABETES MELLITUS

- Fasting plasma glucose >=126 mg/dl

- Classical symptoms +Random plasma glucose >=200 mg/dl

- Plasma glucose >=200 mg/dl (2 hrs after 75 grams of glucose)

- Glycosylated haemoglobin > 6.5%

***Any positive criteria should be tested on subsequent day with same or other criteria.
